Celebrating Chinese Moon Festival

Children heard ancient stories about the first Chinese Moon Festival and why it’s still celebrated
today. We made beautiful colourful lanterns using a variety of artistic elements.

Exploring Motion

Constructing marble runs out of recycled cardboard boxes and rolls, the children helped to
position the cardboard at various angles and, using trial and error, were able to roll a marble
from the top to the bottom.

Ice Play

We helped to make delicious Ice Slushies made with cut up fruit and discussed the motion of
the blender and how we thought it was able to mush up the ingredients. We also used ice
cubes in different capacities including sinking and floating, the concepts of hard and soft and
painfing them.

Exploring Capacity and Volume

A sunny day made for a great backdrop to our water play experience. We used funnels, cups,
bottles, measuring cups and spoons to explore the concept of ‘full, empty and half’. The
afternoon saw us making sensory bottles using glitter, oil, water and food colouring, to create
some beautiful patterns and colours as we turned the bottles around.

The Dancing Corn Experiment

We explored how to make corn dance using baking soda and vinegar. The combination of the
two produces a gas which lift the corn up and then as the bubbles pop, the corn falls back
down, creating a ‘dance’.
